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LEONARDO SCIASCIA AND THE ARAB WORLD

The Sciascia Lecture in Sharjah, which will take place in the prestigious setting of the local In-
ternational Book Fair (SIBF), is part of the scheduled International Lecture Series on Leonardo
Sciascia, promoted by the National Committee for the Sciascia Centenary and organized by the
Association of Friends of Leonardo Sciascia and the University for Foreigners of Perugia, with the
patronage of the Ministry for Foreign Affairs and International Cooperation and the involvement,
in the various hosting locations, of the local Italian Cultural Institute or Embassy.

The Lecture, introduced and coordinated by Ida Zilio-Grandi, Director of the Italian Cultural
Institute of Abu Dhabi, will explore the connections between Sciascia and the Arab world. The
connections will be illustrated through the contributions of Ezzeddine Anaya, Francesca Maria
Corrao, Wael Farouq, Khaled al Nassiry and Erfan Rashid, through an overview of the success of
contemporary Italian authors in the Arab world.

Particular emphasis will be given to the translations of Sciascia’s novels, published in the more or
less recent past, while some of them just published or in the process of being released.
